Personal Safety:
* Do not enter the workshop unless you have been given permission.

* Do not allow clothing or hair to hang loosely.
Equipment Machine
* Always wear suitable shoes. Not trainers.
* Only use tools or machines once you have completed a competence test.
* Never touch the moving parts of a machine.
* Never attempt to repair equipment.
* Make sure you know where the safely equipment is stored and where the emergency buttons are.
* Be aware of fire escape routes.
* Always cut away from your body when using sharp tools.
Workshop Safety:
* Never run in a workshop.
* Be considerate to others in the group.
* Replace toots and materials when you have used them.
* Clean benches and machines after you have used them and report any damage to your teacher.
* Do not interfere with fire equipment.
* Put coats and bags in the place provided for them. Tool and Machine Safety:
* There must never be more than one person working or near a machine.
* Always clamp down the material you are cutting.
* Always remove chuck keys after use and use guards.
